Guide to filling out the form:

1. For definition of terms and classification of wastes, please see IB guidelines for waste disposal

2. What are “proposed methods of handling”?

Proposed methods of handling refer to the appropriate methods to be used in managing or manipulating the material. For example, in the case of Risk Group 2 (RG2) agents in Biosafety Level 2 Laboratories, the proposed method of handling is the use of Biosafety Cabinet Class II. RG2 agents are agents that are of moderate risk (medium to less extreme risk) of causing infection or disease to an individual but are of low risk to the community. Examples of RG2 are Mycobacterium tuberculosis, Streptococcus pneumonia, and Salmonella choleraesuis. 

In the case of chemicals, hydrochloric acid, methyl chloride, and toluene for example, must be handled in fume hoods. 
3. What are “proposed methods of disposal”?

Proposed methods of disposal refer to the appropriate methods to be used in discarding the waste generated. For example, in the case of Risk Group 2 (RG2) agents generated in Biosafety Level 2 Laboratories, the proposed method of disposal is decontamination of the culture at 15psi for 30mins at 1210C.

In the case of chemicals, hydrochloric acid, methyl chloride, and toluene for example, must be disposed in properly labelled individual containers, which will then be collected by a third party for final disposal. 

4. What is human ethics clearance in research? 

Human ethics committees examine the moral considerations of research studies involving human participants (e.g., human data, material, biospecimen). A clearance is a document which signifies that the research was evaluated and found to be in compliance with the code of ethics for human studies. Such clearance may be applied from research institutions such as the UP Manila Research Ethics Board (UPMREB) (https://reb.upm.edu.ph/).

5. What is an animal ethics clearance in research? 
Animal ethics committees examine the moral considerations in handling animals during experiments. A clearance is a document which signifies that the research was evaluated and found to be in compliance with the code of ethics for the care and use of animals. Such clearance may be applied from research institutions such as the University of the Philippines Diliman through the Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (https://rgao.upm.edu.ph/award-set-up-2/sample-page/submission-to-iacuc/).
